Single Source Funding 

At a recent Town Hall meeting Shelby 

County School Board Chairman, David 

Pickler, addressed the issue of Single 

Source Funding.  

 

Pickler was part of the commission that 

discussed two proposals for public school 

funding, Plan A and Plan B. Plan A in  which 

a single source funding district is formed 

and  that board would recommend a tax 

rate for schools to state legislature for 

approval  failed.  It failed because the 

Shelby County School Board and the 

Memphis City School Board could not agree 

on a tax rate.  

 

Under the commission approved proposal, 

Plan B, county government would become 

the sole funding source for both the county 

and city school districts.  That could mean 

Memphis property taxes would fall and 

Shelby County taxes would rise.  Shelby 

County Board voted unanimously against 

this.  The Memphis City Board and the 

Memphis City Council have taken no action 

on the plan.   

 

In order for Plan B to become law, the 

council and legislature would have to 

approve the arrangement.

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IS IT THE FLU 
OR JUST     

ANOTHER  

VIRAL          

INFECTION? 

After our family was sick for 
over a week with some 
form of Rhino or              
Influenza virus we believe it 
really does not make a    
difference what kind of    
virus you have.  All types of 
these "cold, flu, and flu-like        
viruses" make a person 
feel pretty awful.  You can 
suffer from fever, runny 
nose, sore throat, cough, 
chest congestion, and even 
an  upset tummy with any 
kind of cold or flu virus.          
Unfortunately, ALL of these 
viruses have to run their 
course and then treat    
secondary bacterial infec-

tions with antibiotics, if they 
develop. However, here are 
some suggestions our doc-
tor made to help contain 
the spread of the viruses to 
our entire family and the 
dreaded re-infection.  

Keep sick folks away from 
healthy folks. This is much 
easier if the sick one is not 

a parent. We had a friend 
who quarantined her one 
healthy child. It was easier 
than sequestering the four 
ill ones. 

Wash hands often with 
soap and warm water for at 

least a minute. Use water-
less hand sanitizer when 
away from home.   

Use either an anti-bacterial 
wipe or spray on all door 
knobs, water    faucets, key 
boards, phones, remotes, 
and other frequently 
touched things at least one 
time per day.  

Make sure to use the heat 
setting on your dishwasher 

to disinfect your dishes. 

Use a little anti-bacterial all        
purpose cleaner (if your 
family does not have sensi-
tive skin), warm water, and 
extra heat in the washer 
and dryer to kill germs on 
linens, towels, and even 
clothes. 

Throw away the 
toothbrushes.  Buy new 
ones and keep them     
covered away from       
everybody else's.  We are 
putting them in zippered 
bags. We purchased the 
cheapest store brand pos-
sible so we could throw 

them out every couple of 
weeks during cold and flu 
season.  

Rest a lot and drink lots of 
fluids.  We are doing a lot 
of family nights where we 
eat soup and play a board 
game or watch a movie. 
We are staying home away 

from the germs whenever 

possible.  

Talk to your physician 
about getting both the Sea-

sonal and H1N1 Flu shots 
for your entire family.  Ask 
your doctor about any    
dietary, environmental, or 
medical  recommendations 
they can make based on 
your families specific   
medical needs.  

We know it is scary when 
we hear the words "Swine 
Flu" and our child's name 
in the same sentence. Our 
family actually had several 
people ill with different viral        
infections. In fact our 
daughter that had H1N1 
Flu had fewer symptoms 
and a shorter illness than 
our son who had just an  
ordinary rhino virus. I 
guess you could say that 

our best advice to be on 
guard of all the  traditional 
illnesses like the common 
cold, strep, bronchitis, and 
just yucky sinus trouble 
that have    always plagued 
our families during the fall 
and winter. Please use 
common sense and consult 
your physician for expert 

medical advice.
