(It‗s not your mother‗s PTA) 

There is no question about it.  Study 

after study has proven there to be a 

direct relationship between parental 

involvement in their children‘s education 

and student outcomes.  And PTSA and 

school involvement is not a ‗mom‘ thing; 

it is a parent thing. 

There are many opportunities for both 

mothers AND fathers to become 

involved in the educational life of their 

children this month: 6th grade Meet the 

Band Night Oct 6th,  Fall Field Day Oct.

The  National Middle School Association 

(NMSA) has declared October the Month 

of the Young Adolescent (MOYA) .  It is 

between the ages of 10 and 15 - 

between childhood and full adolescence 

- that young people make major 

decisions about their values, standards, 

attitudes, and personal beliefs.  Many of 

these decisions direct their behavior 

throughout their lives.   

The search for personal identity often 

finds the young adolescent at odds with 

competing values. Social acceptance 

becomes an important influence in their 

lives. Peer pressure replaces adult 

influence with regard to decisions 

surrounding their lives; yet adult 

approval still is important to them!  

Mothers and fathers need to take 

advantage of this often neglected 

opportunity for constructive 

interventions that can have lifelong 

influence. 

Fathers and other significant males have 

the opportunity to uniquely influence the 

choices their children make.   

Research shows that the more involved 

dads are, the better the child does in 

school. When dad is involved, whether 

he lives in the home or not:  

 

1. Children learn more. 

2. Perform better in school. 

3. Exhibit healthier behavior. 

4. Present fewer behavioral problems. 

5. Possess higher levels of sociability. 

6. Experience boosted confidence. 

7. Children enjoy school more. 

Show you value education by helping 

with homework.  Ask to see your child's 

assignment notebook and ASK if any 

papers were sent home.  Recognize their 

achievements and be understanding of 

their mistakes.  Encourage your child‘s 

interest in reading by spending a few 

minutes a day with your own book or 

magazine. Aim to eat dinner together at 

least one night a week.  The Spaghetti 

Dinner is an excellent opportunity for 

this. Initiate conversation that cannot be 

answered by ‗yes‗, ‗no‗, or ‗I don‘t know.‘  

This requires some effort on your part.  

And it will not work every time so don‘t 

be discouraged.   Try texting your child if 

face to face conversation is too difficult.  

Don‘t give up.  Don‘t stop trying.  You 

may be surprised that with a little effort, 

every once in a while, you may actually 

get your middle schooler to have a 

conversation with you!  No matter the 

response, at least your children know 

you care enough to ask.  And that is 

what matters. 

Fathers, if you are able, come to the 

parent/teacher conferences.  They are 

not just for moms.  Be sure you are a 

part of the conversation.  Ask questions. 

 Get to know their teachers.  Even if you 

do not make a purchase, visit the book 

fair and show your child the importance 

of reading.  Let your child find some 

interesting books but then check them 

out at the local library.   Offer to 

chaperone a dance.  Share your 

knowledge and skills with the PTSA   —

stay involved in your child's life.  It will 

make all the difference.

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Did you know that if your child is in elementary school, odds are good that he or she should be riding in a booster 

sear?  Car crashes are the #1 threat to children. Nationally, car crashes kill more children between the ages of 1 

and 14 than any other cause. Properly installed, safety seats reduce the risk of death for young children by 50-

70%. Following is a table outlining our child restraint requirements. 

Tennessee Child Passenger Safety Law 

 

The vehicle‘s driver is responsible for all passengers under the age of 18 years, and can be ticketed for any child 

not properly restrained.  All passengers must use seat belts, whether in the front or rear seat.  

Parents and caretakers, you are your children‘s role models.  Buckle up every time you enter a vehicle.  When you 

use seat belts and insist that your child use a safety seat, you develop lifelong safety habits. 

If you have any questions on the proper way to install a child safety device, the Police Department‘s patrol division 

does have trained officers that can assist you. You can contact my office or Captain Cupp in the patrol division at 

385-5500.
