If a student receives no Life Skills for a nine week
period, but they have a dress code violation that
will count as one incident and their conduct would
be an S. If they receive 1 dress code violation and
3 Life Skills they would receive an N in conduct for
the Nine Weeks.

We will also be offering incentives to encourage this independent reading. Students will have the opportunity to
earn MARCs (My Appling Reader Credit) by keeping their reading logs current, bringing their AR book to class, and
earning AR points. These MARCs can be traded in at the AR Emporium for privileges or various items.

The Language Arts teacher will assign all students an AR goal each quarter. It is very important that students are
reading at home several hours a week and that the AR logs are kept up to date. This year students must have log
entries for a book in order to take a quiz. Each quarter a class grade will be given based on percent of goal, per-
cent accuracy, and appropriate book level.

We are very excited about this program and hope you will be enthusiastic as well. The benefits of developing inde-
pendent, enthusiastic readers are immeasurable.

Do not block crosswalks or driveways with your vehicle

9 Allow passengers to enter and exit your vehicle through the curb-side door
only

9 Use the crosswalks when crossing the streets

Do not allow children to head to school before the Crossing Guards are in
place (generally 30 minutes before the start of school)
